The following statements of revenue, expenditure and borrowing are published in
terms of Section 32 of the Public Finance Management Act and Section 30 (2) of
the Division of Revenue Act No.2 of 2013.

Figures reflected for 2012/13 have been audited with the exception of state debt
costs. It should be noted that no material changes are expected for state debt
costs.

National government revenue and expenditure are detailed in tables 1 and 2,
respectively. The tables below indicate revenue and expenditure for the reporting
month, together with comparable figures for the previous year.

Revenue and expenditure for the fiscal year to date are also expressed as a
percentage of the 2013/14 budget for the current year and audited outcome for
2012/13.
