“The Licensee shall have a programming format of 50% music and 50% talk
providing entertainment; informative and educational programmes through
features on lifestyle issues and talk in the form of phone-ins and other forms of
programming. The music to be broadcast includes amongst other genres, South
African pop; South African Afrikaans music; international pop and international
gold.”

The proposed amendment to Clause 4 will read as follows:

“The Licensee shall have a programming format of 60% music and 40% talk
providing entertainment; informative and educational programmes through
features on lifestyle issues and talk in the form of phone-ins and other forms of
programming. The music to be broadcast includes amongst other genres, South
African pop; South African Afrikaans music; international pop and international
gold.”
