NEW CLAUSE

1. That the following be a new Clause to follow Clause 13:
Administration of Council

14. (1) As soon as possible after the fixed date the
Director-General: Constitutional Development shall designate
any officer of his or her Department to act as Secretary until an
appointment is made in terms of subsection (2).

(2) Subject to the laws governing the Public Service, the
Minister for Provincial Affairs and Constitutional Development
shall, with the approval of the Council, appoint a person as
Secretary to the Council, who shall—

(a) exercise or perform the powers and functions conferred
upon or assigned to the Secretary by this Act and the rules
and orders; and

(b) subject to the directions of the Council, perform the work
incidental to the exercise or performance of the powers and
functions of the Council.

(3) The Secretary shall be assisted in the exercise or
performance of his or her powers and functions by officers of
the Department of Constitutional Development designated for
that purpose by the relevant Director-General, with the approval
of the Council.
